	Sequence of Teacher Actions 
*Attention-Getter/Motivator
*Tie to Previous Learning
*Significant Actions to Introduce   and Guide Lesson
	Students will be learning about important figures and their contributions to American society.

The teacher will: show the students the pictures in the artifacts bag.
· Ask “Do you know who these pictures are about?”
· Tell the students that today we are going to start learning about Lyndon B. Johnson and his contributions to American society. 

· Define and discuss vocabulary with students: change, disadvantage, and discrimination
· Show the students the Lyndon B. Johnson Glog
· Read Lyndon B. Johnson information sheet to the students

· Ask questions about Lyndon B. Johnson and his part in the social change called Great Society and his presidency.
· Give students the worksheet to complete as the ticket out the door.


	Sequence of Student Actions 

*Explain How Students Are Engaged During Lesson

* Explain How Students Discuss or Present  Results of What They Did During the Lesson 
	The students will:

· Watch as the pictures are shown in the artifacts bag.

· Answer questions about the pictures from the bag

· Define and discuss vocabulary words: change, disadvantage, and discrimination
· Watch the Glog
· Discuss the information learned from the excerpt.

· Follow along as the teacher reads from Lyndon B. Johnson information sheet. 

· Answer questions about Lyndon B. Johnson and his part in the Great Society.

· Complete the worksheet as the ticket out the door.


	Teacher’s Lesson Closure/Wrap-Up/Transition 
	Ask students if they know of anyone who has influenced American society and how. Tell students that we will continue to learn about great people who have made contributions to American society. 


	Adaptations for Exceptional Students (Anyone who requires modifications for their needs)
	Students may sit closer to the board so they can see. The teacher may also read the questions aloud on the Jeopardy game for students who cannot see clearly. 

	Related Activities/Extensions 
(What can students do who need more than is in the lesson? Should be related to lesson.)
	Students may research Lyndon B. Johnson using books to find out other contributions he has made to American society. Students will be able to present this information to the class.
