1. Art
2. Shadow play
3. The student will create a background resembling the dawn or dusk sky with a “shadow” style image as a focal point of the artwork.
4. Grade: 2-4
5. 
6. Materials:
· Heavy white paper
· Watercolor and tempera paints
· Various size brushed and small sponges
· Black paper
· Scissors
· Glue or glue sticks
· Fine tip black marker
· Pencil
· Pictures of sunrise and sunset
· Examples of project
7. Time: 45 minutes




1. Art
2. Insect Self Portrait
3. The student will create an insect drawing that they think looks like them or have their personality.  The whole picture is supposed to be the insect and just the face of the insect is a drawing of them. 
4. Grade: 2-4
5. 
6. Materials:
· Black fine tip markers
· White drawing paper 
· Imaginative examples 
· Visual references of insects
· Crayons
7. Time: 75 minutes


1. Art
2. Proud as a Peacock
3. The students will create a drawing of a peacock after photographs are observed and line types are explained; straight, angle, curve. Students will then draw and color, with watercolor, a peacock filling the paper with color and then go over their lines with a permanent maker.
4. Grade: 1

6. Materials:
· Heavy white paper
· Fine point permanent marker
· Water color paints
· Pencil
· Photographs of peacocks
7. Time: 45-65 minutes


1. Art
2. Bug on a Rug
3. Students will look and decide what kind of bug they want to create. The students will then design a rug for the background of their bug. Now it is time to design your bug with construction paper. Students must cover the paper and cut out all parts of the bug.

6. Materials:
· Heavy white paper
· Construction paper
· Multi-colored markers
· Scissors
· Glue
· Close-up pictures of bugs
7. Time: 45 minutes

2. Up, Up & Away
3. The students will create a image with markers and watercolor. Have the students draw a light sketch of a hot air balloon, ground features and clouds on white paper. Have the students trace their sketch with a fine tip marker. The students will then color the hot air balloon with markers and sky with watercolor.

6. Materials:
· Heavy white paper
· Markers
· Watercolor paints
· Brushes and sponges

· Fine tip permanent marker
· Pictures of hot air balloons

2. Sugar Cone
3. To create a pleasing picture that has meaning for most children. This lesson develops fine motor skills and enlarges child’s vocabulary. 
4. Grade: 2-5

6. Materials:
· Heavy thick paper
· Foam tray
· Brown paint
· Brushes
· Sponges
· Ball-point pens
· Black markers
· Scissors
· Glue
· Assorted colored paper
· Variety of paint colors

2. Loon Lake
3. Students will create a loon using a point resist technique to be places on a watercolor rendition of a lake surface
4. Grade: 2-4

6. Materials:
· Heavy white paper
· White scrap paper
· Scissors
· Watercolor
· Paints and brushes/sponges
· Crayons
· Glue
· Fine tip black marker
· Construction/tissue paper scraps
· Pictures of lake scenes
· Pictures of loons

2. Under the Sea
3. Using construction paper, markers, and watercolor the student will create an underwater image of sea life. 
4. Grade: 3-5

6. Materials
· Heavy white paper
· Construction paper
· Tissue paper
· Markers
· Watercolor
· Brushes/sponges
· Scissors
· Glue
· Pictures of sea creatures and sea life

2. Rain Forest Animals
3. Students will create a forest scene of their choice using a variety of materials given. This activity will give students examples of textures and shape.

6. Materials:
· Crayons
· Colored pencils
· Watercolor paint
· Heavy white paper
· Pencil
· Example of rain forest animals and jungle themes
7. Time: 3 class periods at 45 minutes

2. First Art Work
3. Students will look at various prints that demonstrate different types of weather. Students will point out which artwork reminds them of a sunny day, rainy day, etc. Students will use these examples as inspiration for their own Rainy Day Ducks.
