Positive Transfer/Real world context should be a major objective in classrooms at all grade levels.
Discrete Facts/Principles and theories are more easily transferred than?
Context Free/Students discover that much of what they learn at school has wide applicability outside the classroom.
Problem Solving/Using existing knowledge and skills to address an unanswered or troubling situation.
Well-Defined Problem/Plroblem in which the goal is clearly stated, all information needed to solve the problem is presented, only one correct answer exists.
Ill-Defined Problem/Problem in which the desired goal is unclear, some information needed to solve the problem is missing, several possible answers exists.
Algorithlm/Prescribed sequence of steps that guarantees a correct problem solutions.
Heuristic/General strategy that facilitates problem solving but doesnt always yield a solution.
Working Memory/Places an upper limit on how much students can think about at one time as they work on a problem.
Encoding/Any particular problem or situation by represented in working memory.
