Story: The Rainbow Fish by Marcus Pfister 
Writing Strategy: Visualizing. The students will use sensory details to make their writing more vivid.
About the Story: The Rainbow Fish is a magnificent children's book about a great little fish that learns a lesson about sharing with others.  The kind little fish decides that it is better to have friends than being beautiful.  
My Activity: For my activity, the children will write a short story describing their own Rainbow Fish.  The students will be given a thesaurus to assist them in using vivid words.  The students will begin by creating a chart of words that can be used in creating and describing the fish. In the chart the students will list how the fish appears, what sounds the fish make, the way the fish might smell, what things the fish might eat, and what the fish would feel like if you touched it’s scales. The students will be expected to describe the fish in great detail. When the story is completed, the student will draw a picture or create a model of the fish.
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
