Attention-Getter/Tie to Previous Learning:

· Ask the students, “How is soil formed?” – From the previous lesson, remind students what happens to rocks over thousands of years.

Significant Actions:

· Discuss with the students ways to classify the soil types.

· Discuss the three different soil layers: topsoil, subsoil, and bedrock.

· Distribute soil layers label worksheet.

· Go over and complete soil vocabulary foldable in class.
